World War II: Identification cards

Identification Cards were first introduced during World War I and were not received well by the public and were abandoned in 1919. The Identity cards were then re-introduced during World War II and were again abandoned seven years later in 1952. 

During World War II everyone had to carry an ID card at all times, including children. This provided the owners name, address and each person was given a National Registration Number, which was also on their card.

Create an individual Identification card.

Whilst studying World War II, the class could have a World War II themed day, during this time each child must carry their ID cards at all times.
