World War II “Planes And Bombs”:
 Snakes And Ladders – History
Snakes and Ladders were played widely in India, where it originated. The game made its way to England and finally to the United States of America in 1943. The earliest versions were found in the 16th Century and were originally called “Leela” reflecting the Hinduism of everyday life. Newer versions were introduced in 1892 for ‘Victorian England’. 

It is thought that Snakes and Ladders were invented to teach children about the good and bad deeds of everyday life. With ladders illustrating the qualities such as generosity, fate, humanities and humbleness. The snakes represented the qualities related to the ‘bad’ such as lust, anger, murder and theft. On the board game there are a lesser number of ladders than of snakes, highlighting that keeping to a path of good is far more difficult than committing sins.
Activity:
· Planes and Bombs is a board game that can be played by small groups of children. Print the outline onto A4 and enlarge onto A3 (if possible). The class can then add colour to the board by shading the planes and bombs or even the squares. This activity could also be used as a review to studying the World War II.
Resources provided:
· This section includes an outline of a board game
· Outlines of bombs and planes for colouring and cutting out that can be stuck onto the board
·  Table of Positive and Negative points about the War, these need to be added to by the children, which can be added to the board where they put the planes and bombs.
